Jesus, Who Are You? 
I Am the Resurrection and the Life
Lesson 9
Discussion: 

1. Share your thoughts on Pastor Mongens’ message.
2. Death has always been a mystery for all of humanity. 
a. If you have experience being involved with a person close to death, what are the attitudes of family members: try every treatment, withdraw all treatment, indecision, spiritual stance? 

b. Share your experience attending a funeral. What rituals, religious or cultural, did you observe and what do you think they mean?   
c. Share your personal attitude towards death.

3. In the gospels, there were only 3 instances of Jesus raising a dead person: Jairus’ daughter (Luke 8:41-42, 49-56), a widow’s son (Luke 7:11-15),and Lazarus. Read John 11:1-27. Note our passage is about Jesus declaring “I am the resurrection and the life” and not the complete story of Lazarus being raised from the dead. 

a. What was Martha’s expectation:  “Lord, if only you had been here, my brother would not have died. But even now I know that God will give you whatever you ask.” (verses 21-22)? Carefully note that her concept of resurrection was about everybody, not specifically Lazarus (verse 24)
b. Read again verses 25-26 and interact with this statement: A person who receives Jesus as Lord and Savior will die once and live twice; a person who does not receive Jesus as Savior and Lord will live once and die twice. 
4. Resurrection is the key to our future, but understanding death is the key to our present. Read 1 Corinthians 15:50-58. 
a. After Jesus’ resurrection, He was able to eat with them, be touched by them, and appear and disappear at will. What is it like to know that we will have the same kind of immortal body?   
b. After discussing victory over death, Paul tells us to “be strong and immovable. Always work enthusiastically for the Lord” (verse 58).How come the way we live our life today is important?
c. Currently there is much fear about sickness and death because of the pandemic. How can we as Christians turn this around?
