Jesus Is the Messiah 
Healing a Man Born Blind
Lesson 6
Discussion: 

1. Share your thoughts on Pastor Mongens’ message.
2. The miracle of Jesus healing the man born blind in John 9 can be divided into 4 parts:

A. The man born blind encounters Jesus and his disciples (verses 1-7);
a. Why is it that we often relate sin to suffering and tragedy?

b. Verse 3 “Neither this man nor his parents sinned,” said Jesus, “but this happened so that the works of God might be displayed in him.” What does this tell us about the cause of suffering and tragedy?

c. Jesus says suffering is not about assigning blame, but about doing God’s work when we encounter it. Share a time when you ministered to others in their suffering. How was the work of God displayed through you?
d. How is serving others in their suffering being “light?”

e. This blind man’s healing was not instantaneous; but had to go wash in the Pool of Siloam. What does this tell us about the way Jesus heals?
B. The man born blind encounters his neighbors (verses 8-12);
C. The man born blind encounters the Pharisees (verses 13-34);

a. What is the contrast between his neighbor’s reactions and those of the Pharisees?
b. Between the man and the Pharisees, who do you think will have an easier way to see God? How come?
D. The man born blind encounters Jesus a second time (verses 35-41).
a. Why do you think Jesus identified himself only after his second encounter with him? 

b. In verse 39 Jesus said, “For judgment I have come into this world, so that the blind will see and those who see will become blind.” How does Jesus’ presence provoke seeing in some and blindness in others? 
c. How can we more readily admit to our blindness in order to be able to see (verse 41)?
