Jesus Is the Messiah 
Raising Lazarus
Lesson 7
Discussion: 

1. Share your thoughts on Pastor Mongens’ message.
2. Read John 11:1-44
A. Lazarus:

a. When Jesus heard that Lazarus was sick, Jesus said in verse 4: “Lazarus’s sickness will not end in death. No, it happened for the glory of God so that the Son of God will receive glory from this.” This sounds similar to our last lesson about the man born blind in John 9:3 “This happened so the power of God could be seen in him.”

In both cases, miracles happened. Could the power or glory of God be seen if people are NOT healed?  

b. Jesus displayed various emotions: he groaned or was angry; he was deeply troubled or stirred up (verse 33); and he wept (verse 35). What do these say about Jesus?
c. According to Jesus, this miracle happened so that “they will believe you sent me” (verse 42). Instead, the opposite happened (verses 45-48). What does this say about people?
B. Mary and Martha:
a. Read Luke 10:38-42. How are Mary’s priorities different from Martha?
b. What does Jesus mean by verse 42 “There is only one thing worth being concerned about. Mary has discovered it, and it will not be taken away from her.”?
c. Back to John 11. Even though Jesus explained the resurrection to Martha and she seems to understand (verses 23-27), how come she still did not understand (verses 39-40)? In contrast, do you think Mary understood Jesus’ mission (John 12:7)?
d. For the Christian, we can know truth intellectually, or we can live truth. How does this apply to Martha and to Mary

e. How can we cultivate a Mary heart?
