2. Read Luke 5:1-9 and John 21:1-6:
a. What are the differences between the 2 incidents?
b. Given that John 21 happened after Jesus’ resurrection and a number of appearances to his disciples (John 20), how come Peter decided to go fishing at this time?
c. Jesus instructed them to “Throw out your net on the right-hand side of the boat, and you’ll get some!” The instruction seemed ridiculous. How come they complied?

d. Why do you think Peter swam the 100 meters to meet up with Jesus? 
B. Jesus restores Peter (John 21:15-17):
The 3 Greek words for love:
AGAPE
-undeserved love like how God loves us
PHILEO
-brotherly love

EROS

-physical love
The 3 times Jesus asked Peter:

1. Do you AGAPE me more than these?
“Yes, Lord, you know I PHILEO you.”

2. Do you AGAPE me?
“Yes, Lord, you know I PHILEO you.”

3. Do you PHILEO me?
“Lord, you know everything. You know that I PHILEO you.”
a. Does Jesus have the right to ask Peter for such high AGAPE love?

b. How come Peter could not use the word AGAPE to love Jesus?
c. What is the effect of Jesus asking Peter the second time for such high love?

d. When Jesus then uses PHILEO, what was Jesus trying to say to Peter?
C. John 21, Jesus said: 18 “I tell you the truth, when you were young, you were able to do as you liked; you dressed yourself and went wherever you wanted to go. But when you are old, you will stretch out your hands, and others will dress you and take you where you don’t want to go.” 19 Jesus said this to let him know by what kind of death he would glorify God. Then Jesus told him, “Follow me.”

Tradition says Peter requested to be crucified upside down as he felt unworthy to be crucified like his Lord Jesus. His love for Jesus went from PHILEO to AGAPE.
a. What needs to happen to move YOUR love for God from PHILEO to AGAPE?
