-LIVED TRUTH is Bible truth that is applied in life;

-UNLIVED TRUTH is Bible truth mentally accepted but not applied in daily life.
a. Name some unlived truths that you have a hard time living out.
b. Are they hard to live out because they are impossible demands; or because we don’t know how; or because we don’t want to?
c. How do the following verses help us LIVE out TRUTH? (focus on the underlined)

d. 2 Peter1:3 By his divine power, God has given us everything we need for living a godly life. We have received all of this by coming to know him, the one who called us to himself by means of his marvelous glory and excellence. 4 And because of his glory and excellence, he has given us great and precious promises. These are the promises that enable you to share his divine nature and escape the world’s corruption caused by human desires.

3. Romans 14:22-23 Cultivate your own relationship with God, but don’t impose it on others. You’re fortunate if your behavior and your belief are coherent. But if you’re not sure, if you notice that you are acting in ways inconsistent with what you believe—some days trying to impose your opinions on others, other days just trying to please them—then you know that you’re out of line. If the way you live isn’t consistent with what you believe, then it’s wrong (Message).
a. The current polarized political climate has caused deep divisions in marriages, families, friends, and even church. How do the above verses help us navigate this? 
b. How can we encourage each other to concentrate on cultivating our relationship with God and not on what is happening in the world?

4. John 17:21 I pray that they will all be one, just as you and I are one—as you are in me, Father, and I am in you. And may they be in us so that the world will believe you sent me. 22 “I have given them the glory you gave me, so they may be one as we are one.
a. How do you feel that people do not know Jesus because of our disunity?
b. How can we rise above the deep divisions and work on unity?
