Lesson 4
Discussion:

John 17: 20 “I am praying not only for these disciples but also for all who will ever believe in me through their message. 21 I pray that they will all be one, just as you and I are one—as you are in me, Father, and I am in you. And may they be in us so that the world will believe you sent me.  “I have given them the glory you gave me, so they may be one as we are one. 23 I am in them and you are in me. May they experience such perfect unity that the world will know that you sent me and that you love them as much as you love me.”
Pastor Mongens showed 5 points in the above passage:

· Our Goal: The world will believe you sent me.
· Our Strategy: May they experience such perfect unity

· Our Model: Just as you and I are one—as you are in me, Father, and I am in you.

· Our Help: I (Jesus) pray that they will all be one

· Our Means: I have given them the glory you gave me

4. 1 Corinthians 13:4 Love is patient and kind. Love is not jealous or boastful or proud 5 or rude. It does not demand its own way. It is not irritable, and it keeps no record of being wronged. 6 It does not rejoice about injustice but rejoices whenever the truth wins out. 
7 Love never gives up, never loses faith, is always hopeful, and endures through every circumstance.
