·  8:1 Now on that day a great persecution began against the church in Jerusalem, and all except the apostles were forced to scatter throughout the regions of Judea and Samaria. 
a. How come God uses persecution as a tool for the gospel to spread?

b.  “Unity” is also a way for the gospel to spread: John 17:23” I am in them and you are in me. May they experience such perfect unity that the world will know that you sent me and that you love them as much as you love me.”
c. Which tool does God use more to spread His gospel….unity or persecution? Why?

4. Philippians 2:3 Instead of being motivated by selfish ambition or vanity, each of you should, in humility, be moved to treat one another as more important than yourself. 4 Each of you should be concerned not only about your own interests, but about the interests of others as well.
