Lesson 4: Miracle God
1. Share your thoughts on Pastor Mongens’ message.
2. Here is the Lord’s Prayer: Matthew 6:9“‘Our Father in heaven, hallowed be your name, 10 your kingdom come, your will be done, on earth as it is in heaven. 11 Give us today our daily bread. 12 And forgive us our debts, as we also have forgiven our debtors. 13 And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from the evil one.’
a. Verse 10 is the divine (heaven) breaking into the human (earth). Share an experience where you saw or experienced a miracle that cannot be explained naturally.
b. How did your relationship with God change as a result of seeing that miracle?
c. Is it okay for Christians to want to see God’s kingdom break into our world to change it?
3. John 14:12 “I tell you the truth, anyone who believes in me will do the same works I have done, and even greater works, because I am going to be with the Father. 13 You can ask for anything in my name, and I will do it, so that the Son can bring glory to the Father. 14 Yes, ask me for anything in my name, and I will do it!
a. To believe in Jesus is not just an intellectual exercise, but an intimacy with Jesus. What does it mean for you to have intimacy with Jesus? 

b. When we ask for a miracle or healing, it is Jesus doing the healing and miracle through us. Why is it still hard to believe we can ask for healing and miracles? 
4. Read Matthew 25:34-40.Sometimes, the greater works may also be the most humbling. 
a. How come Jesus equates simply helping others as “doing it to Jesus?” 
b. Share some of your experiences helping others. How does it feel that Jesus honors what you have done? 
c. How can we make it a habit to serve others?
d. Share a need where you want to ask Jesus to heal someone or perform a miracle.
