Lesson 6: Glorified God
1. Share your thoughts on Pastor Mongens’ message.
2. In the Garden of Gethsemane, Jesus, (Matthew 26:) 39 Going a little farther, he fell with his face to the ground and prayed, “My Father, if it is possible, may this cup be taken from me. Yet not as I will, but as you will.”
a. For humans, death seems to be surrender to something unknown and foreign. Share an experience where you actually saw a person die. What went through your mind? 

b. Do you think the human Jesus understood his upcoming suffering and death?

c. How do you think Jesus could continue to obey God’s will?

3. Jesus’ humanity: Hebrews 2:14 Because God’s children are human beings—made of flesh and blood—the Son also became flesh and blood. For only as a human being could he die, and only by dying could he break the power of the devil, who had the power of death. 15 Only in this way could he set free all who have lived their lives as slaves to the fear of dying. 16 We also know that the Son did not come to help angels; he came to help the descendants of Abraham. 17 Therefore, it was necessary for him to be made in every respect like us, his brothers and sisters, so that he could be our merciful and faithful High Priest before God. Then he could offer a sacrifice that would take away the sins of the people. 18 Since he himself has gone through suffering and testing, he is able to help us when we are being tested.
a. Why was it necessary for God to become human? 
b. What does this say about how humans compare to angels before God (verse 16)?
c. What does this say about God’s love for us? 

d. Why do you think death has to be part of Jesus’ human experience?
e. How does victory over death break Satan’s hold on us (1 Corinthians 15:54-57)?

f. How does it feel that death has no power over the Christian?

4. Philippians 2:8 And being found in appearance as a man, he humbled himself by becoming obedient to death—even death on a cross! 9 Therefore God exalted him to the highest place and gave him the name that is above every name, 10 that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, in heaven and on earth and under the earth, 11 and every tongue acknowledge that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.
a. Obedience was what earned Jesus the highest exaltation from God.  What does this say about God’s view on our obedience?

b. How would you rate your personal obedience to God?

c. How can we continue to encourage each other to grow our obedience to God?
