Lesson 4: Passover
1. Share your thoughts on Pastor Mongens’ message.
2. Exodus 11: 11 Then the Lord said to Moses, “I will strike Pharaoh and the land of Egypt with one more blow. After that, Pharaoh will let you leave this country. In fact, he will be so eager to get rid of you that he will force you all to leave. 2 Tell all the Israelite men and women to ask their Egyptian neighbors for articles of silver and gold.” 3 (Now the Lord had caused the Egyptians to look favorably on the people of Israel. And Moses was considered a very great man in the land of Egypt, respected by Pharaoh’s officials and the Egyptian people alike.)
God arranged 3 things: Pharaoh was punished and allowed the Israelites to leave; gold and silver were given to the Israelites; and Moses looked at favorably by the Egyptians.   
a. Share an experience where God arranged everything perfectly for you.
b. Did you expect things to turn out how you would have planned?

c. What were the elements that made you declare that only God could have done this?
d. Interact with this statement: “God is not in a hurry, but He is never late.”

e. How did your faith grow?
3. The first 9 plagues, the Israelites were only observers; the last plague they had to make a number of preparations (Exodus 12:1-30).

a. Why do you think God wanted every Israelite family to participate in preparations?
b. How would your emotions be as an Israelite regarding the Passover meal, the angel of death, and having to leave Egypt?
4. Hebrews 2:14 Because God’s children are human beings—made of flesh and blood—the Son also became flesh and blood. For only as a human being could he die, and only by dying could he break the power of the devil, who had the power of death.
Pastor Mongens says there are 3 elements to the Passover lamb: Flesh, Blood, and Death.
a. Why do you think Satan has power over death?
b. How did Jesus’ death break the power of Satan? 

c. Should Christians be afraid of death?
5. Matthew 26:26 As they were eating, Jesus took some bread and blessed it. Then he broke it in pieces and gave it to the disciples, saying, “Take this and eat it, for this is my body.”27 And he took a cup of wine and gave thanks to God for it. He gave it to them and said, “Each of you drink from it, 28 for this is my blood, which confirms the covenant between God and his people. It is poured out as a sacrifice to forgive the sins of many.
a. How should our attitude be when we partake communion?
b. Do you think our communion should be more than once a month?
c. How can we improve the atmosphere surrounding communion?
