Lesson 5: Crossover

2. Exodus 12:40 The people of Israel had lived in Egypt for 430 years. 41 In fact, it was on the last day of the 430th year that all the Lord’s forces left the land. 42 On this night the Lord kept his promise to bring his people out of the land of Egypt. So this night belongs to him, and it must be commemorated every year by all the Israelites, from generation to generation.
At times it may be difficult for us to understand God’s timing. He seems to have a time concept different from ours. This does not mean, however, that God is not acting. Many Christians do one of 3 things:

· We charge ahead with our own plans and expect God to bless us; and blame Him if things don’t go as we plan;

· We are afraid that if we follow God, He will make us suffer; so we are slow to trust and blame Him for not directing us;
· We seek God, stay faithful and steady believing that God will lead the way.

3. Exodus 14:15 The Lord said to Moses, “Why do you cry out to me? Tell the Israelites to move on. 16 And as for you, lift up your staff and extend your hand toward the sea and divide it, so that the Israelites may go through the middle of the sea on dry ground. 

17 And as for me, I am going to harden the hearts of the Egyptians so that they will come after them, that I may be honored because of Pharaoh and his army and his chariots and his horsemen. 18 And the Egyptians will know that I am the Lord when I have gained my honor”
