Lesson 6: Murmur
1. Share your thoughts on Pastor Mongens’ message.
2. To keep remembering how God delivered you out of your Red Sea is very important. God reminded the Israelites to do so many times:

· Exodus 12:14 “This is a day to remember. Each year, from generation to generation, you must celebrate it as a special festival to the Lord. This is a law for all time.

· Exodus 12:24 “Remember, these instructions are a permanent law that you and your descendants must observe forever.

· Exodus 13:3 So Moses said to the people, “This is a day to remember forever—the day you left Egypt, the place of your slavery. 

· Exodus 13: 14 “And in the future, your children will ask you, ‘What does all this mean?’ Then you will tell them, ‘With the power of his mighty hand, the Lord brought us out of Egypt, the place of our slavery.
a. Share another personal Red Sea experience with your group.
b. What has helped you to continue to remember how God lead you?

3. After their Red Sea deliverance by God, the Israelites seem to forget; they grumble, complain, murmur, contend, and keep reminding Moses of their former life in Egypt. 

a. Have you ever done any of the things the Israelites did after seeing a big miracle from God? 

b. How come it is hard to be consistent in our relationship with God?

c. Share how God has been consistent in solving your problems.
3. God solved the water problem in different ways:

· Exodus 15:25 …..the Lord showed him a tree. When Moses threw it into the water, the water became safe to drink. 
· Exodus 16:6 “I will be standing before you there on the rock in Horeb, and you will strike the rock, and water will come out of it so that the people may drink.”
a. What does this say about how God works?
b. Share how God answered your similar problems in different ways.

4. Pastor Mongens suggests these steps to remembering God’s provision:

1. Set aside time to remember;
2. Replay the whole situation from beginning   -problem, feelings, sequence, God’s solution;
3. Ask God to reveal Himself to you in a fresh way.
a. Spend some quiet moments now to replay your Red Sea experience. Ask God to reveal Himself to you in a fresh way.

b. Share what you learned about God with your group.
