Lesson 7: Manna
1. Share your thoughts on Pastor Mongens’ message.
2. Here are the elements of the Red Sea experience:

1. Humanly impossible situation -Red Sea in front, enemies behind

2. God’s direct intervention

3. Rise in faith

3. Pastor Mongens mentions 3 reasons why I tend to forget my Red Sea experiences:

Here are 2 soils in Jesus’ parable in Mark 4:16 The seed on the rocky soil represents those who hear the message and immediately receive it with joy. 17 But since they don’t have deep roots, they don’t last long. They fall away as soon as they have problems or are persecuted for believing God’s word. 18 The seed that fell among the thorns represents others who hear God’s word, 19 but all too quickly the message is crowded out by the worries of this life, the lure of wealth, and the desire for other things, so no fruit is produced.
a. Share examples of how any of the above affected your journey with God.
b. Are you still stuck in any of the above or were you able to resolve them?

c. How do the 2 soils in Mark 4 serve as warning for you to be vigilant in your walk with God?

4. Read about Manna in Exodus 16:16-23. The key is in verses 17 Some gathered a lot, some only a little. 18 But when they measured it out, everyone had just enough. Those who gathered a lot had nothing left over, and those who gathered only a little had enough. Each family had just what it needed.
Pastor Mongens proposed the following solutions based on the principle of manna that God provides what we need and not what we want to hoard:

· I feel that God owes me
-I remember to rely on God daily
· I compare myself with others    -I remember that we are all equal before God

· I don’t know God    -I learn God’s character

a. What steps can you take to help you rely on God more, rather than yourself?
b. How can you stop comparing yourself to others?
c. Aside from reading the Bible, what other ways can you learn God’s character?
