Lesson 10: Idol
1. Share your thoughts on Pastor Mongens’ message.
2. Two times the Israelites committed to obey God’s commands:

· Exodus 19:7 So Moses returned from the mountain and called together the elders of the people and told them everything the Lord had commanded him. 8 And all the people responded together, “We will do everything the Lord has commanded.” So Moses brought the people’s answer back to the Lord.

· Ex 24:3 Then Moses went down to the people and repeated all the instructions and regulations the Lord had given him. All the people answered with one voice, “We will do everything the Lord has commanded.”
a. How come it is easy for us to commit to obey God but hard to follow through?
b. In what areas do you struggle with obeying God?

c. React to this statement: God gives and gives and still forgives; Humans get and get and still forget.
3. Of the 10 commandments, the first 4 deals with our relationship with God:

   #1 God as PRIORITY: (20:3) You shall have no other gods before me;
   #2 God as PRESENTATION (20:4) You shall not make for yourself any image;  
   #3 God as PROMINENCE (20:7) You shall not misuse the name of the Lord your God; 
   #4 God as PROVISION (20:8) Remember the Sabbath day to set it apart as holy.
a. Pastor Mongens says that all four of the above deal with idolatry. What do you think?

b. Why do you think God is so meticulous about Himself?

c. Name some things in the world today that violate these commandments.

d. What are “other gods” that you struggle with? 
4. The Hebrew word “remember” does not simply mean “don’t forget.” It is the mental activity of recalling and pondering as well as following up with action that results from such remembering. In other words, to remember results in behavior that aligns with such remembering.
God Himself used the word remember this way: “I, even I, am he who blots out your transgressions, for my own sake, and remembers your sins no more (Isaiah 43:25)

a. How do you understand that God “remembers your sins no more?”

b. What is the significance of the word “remember” used in commandment #4?

c. What does it mean for you to “remember” what God has done in your life?
