Lesson 12: Glory
1. Share your thoughts on Pastor Mongens’ message.
2. Here is a review of Moses’ 3 prayers in Exodus 33 as a model for how we desire GOD:

Desire God’s Purpose:   13 If you are pleased with me, teach me your ways 

Desire God’s Presence:  15 If your Presence does not go with us, do not send us up from here. 

Desire God’s Person:     18 Then Moses said, “Now show me your glory.”
Though Moses only saw God’s back side (33:23), Moses eventually was able to stand beside God (34:5-8). That intimacy was also described this way: The Lord would speak to Moses face to face, as one speaks to a friend (Exodus 33:11).
a. Do you think it is possible for each one of us to talk to Jesus as a friend?

b. How would you feel if you were able to talk to God face to face as a friend?
c. What questions would you ask Him? 

3. Moses’ encounter with God carried a phenomenon: Exodus 34:33 When Moses finished speaking with them, he covered his face with a veil. 34 But whenever he went into the Tent of Meeting to speak with the Lord, he would remove the veil until he came out again. Then he would give the people whatever instructions the Lord had given him, 35 and the people of Israel would see the radiant glow of his face. So he would put the veil over his face until he returned to speak with the Lord.
a. How would you feel if you were one of the Israelites looking at Moses’ radiant face?

b. What do you think is the significance of the veil: for Moses, and for the people?
c. If your face radiated when you encounter with God, would you do what Moses did?

4. Paul explains the veil in 2 Corinthians 3:16 But whenever someone turns to the Lord, the veil is taken away. 17 For the Lord is the Spirit, and wherever the Spirit of the Lord is, there is freedom. 18 So all of us who have had that veil removed can see and reflect the glory of the Lord. And the Lord—who is the Spirit—makes us more and more like him as we are changed into his glorious image.
a. For Paul, what does Moses’ veil represent to us today? 
b. Moses reflected the glory of God when only in His presence; but only for a short while. What does it mean that we can PERMANENTLY reflect Christ because we have the Holy Spirit?

c. Who is responsible for making us more and more like Jesus?

d. Share some ways God uses to make us more and more like Jesus?
e. Are you willing for God to make you more and more like Jesus?
