Exodus 34:35 and the people of Israel would see the radiant glow of his face. So he would put the veil over his face until he returned to speak with the Lord.

2 Corinthians 3: 18 So all of us who have had that veil removed can see and reflect the glory of the Lord. And the Lord—who is the Spirit—makes us more and more like him as we are changed into his glorious image.
The differences between Moses and us:


-For Moses, glory is external 
-For us, glory is internal 
-For Moses, glory fades 

-For us, glory grows

-For Moses, glory reflects

-For us, we are transformed into his glory
