Lesson 16: Disappointment
1. Share your thoughts on Pastor Mongens’ message.
2. Read Numbers 20:1-13. 
a. After the Israelites complained for not having water, name the things that Moses and Aaron did right. 
b. What were God’s specific instructions and what were they designed to show?
c. What were the things Moses and Aaron did that caused God’s anger?

d. Explain Numbers 20:12 But the Lord said to Moses and Aaron, “Because you did not trust me enough to demonstrate my holiness to the people of Israel, you will not lead them into the land I am giving them!”
e. When Moses pleaded in Deuteronomy 3:25 Please let me cross the Jordan to see the wonderful land on the other side, the beautiful hill country and the Lebanon mountains.’ 26 “But the Lord was angry with me because of you, and he would not listen to me. ‘That’s enough!’ he declared. ‘Speak of it no more,’ do you think God was fair?
f. Do you think Moses was forgiven for his sins?

3. To evaluate Moses’ life as lessons for us today, Pastor Mongens came up with:

· God knows what is best for us
· God works in our disappointments

a. How come it is hard to see God’s best for us?

b. Share an experience where you felt God was initially unfair to you, only to see that your disappointment turned out to be the best for you. 

c. How can we minimize our disappointment with God?
· Obedience is our duty and reward

Luke 17:7 “When a servant comes in from plowing or taking care of sheep, does his master say, ‘Come in and eat with me’? 8 No, he says, ‘Prepare my meal, put on your apron, and serve me while I eat. Then you can eat later.’ 9 And does the master thank the servant for doing what he was told to do? Of course not. 10 In the same way, when you obey me you should say, ‘We are unworthy servants who have simply done our duty.’”
a. How do you feel about Jesus’ teaching in the above parable?

b. Interact with this statement: Obedience is our reward.

c. How do we encourage each other to obey even when we do not see a reward?
