3. Read Ecclesiastes 3:1-15. For many of us, TIME seems to move on relentlessly and we passively follow its march from hours, to days, to months, and to years. In Ecclesiastes 3, Solomon has a different perspective on TIME. The Hebrew word used is more appropriately “an appointed occasion or appointed time” and also “season.” 
The International Bible Commentary says that the word TIME as used in Ecclesiastes 3:1-8 is “not in the sense that there is a time and place for everything, but in the sense that everything happens at the appointed time which has been determined for it.”
Today, we will look at the first half of Solomon’s comments on TIME in Ecclesiastes 3:

1 For everything there is a season, a time for every activity under heaven.

2 A time to be born and a time to die. A time to plant and a time to harvest.

3 A time to kill and a time to heal. A time to tear down and a time to build up.

4 A time to cry and a time to laugh. A time to grieve and a time to dance.
As we look forward at a new year, Pastor Mongens suggests that we can actively use our time and season to improve our lives. Apply the following examples, or come up with your own “New Year’s Resolutions” for 2022 and discuss with each other.
