(4) A Time for Everything: 
Beautiful Time
1. Share your thoughts on Pastor Mongens’ message.
2. The Bible concept of time: 

· Chronos -the arrangement of events or dates in the order of their occurrence

· Kairos
-‘the right, critical, or opportune moment’ that calls for action, conversion and transformation—a change of life.

a. Share a recent Kairos moment where you acted on an opportune time.
b. How did your action affect other people in the situation?

3. John 10:10 The thief comes only to steal and kill and destroy; I came so that they would have life, and have it abundantly (extraordinary, beyond what is necessary).
a. In what ways has Satan attempted to steal, kill and destroy you, your relationships, and your spiritual life? 
b. What are examples of abundance in life (extraordinary, beyond what is necessary)?

c. How come we are more prone to be stuck in darkness than in life?  
4. Joseph’s story begins in Genesis chapter 37. It is worth reading to give you the context. The key to Joseph’s story is in Genesis 45:5 But don’t be upset, and don’t be angry with yourselves for selling me to this place. It was God who sent me here ahead of you to preserve your lives. 6 This famine that has ravaged the land for two years will last five more years, and there will be neither plowing nor harvesting. 7 God has sent me ahead of you to keep you and your families alive and to preserve many survivors. 8 So it was God who sent me here, not you! And he is the one who made me an adviser to Pharaoh—the manager of his entire palace and the governor of all Egypt.
a. Joseph was sold into slavery, did well, falsely accused, sent to prison, helped others but was forgotten for 2 years, and finally elevated to ultimate power beside Pharaoh. How do you think Joseph was able to maintain his focus on God despite all the hardships he went through?
b. How can we learn to see God’s work even in the midst of going through tough times? 
5.  Pastor Mongens said the proper translation for Ecclesiastes 3:11 is from the MESSAGE: “True, God made everything beautiful in itself and in its time.” 
a. How does this translation change how you see God’s work in your life NOW?

b. Share a current or recent difficult struggle you have. While it may be hard to see the big hand of God in that situation, were you able to see the fingerprints of God? 
c. In what ways can you see God making everything beautiful “in itself” and “in its time?”
6. Philippians 1:6 And I am certain that God, who began the good work within you, will continue his work until it is finally finished on the day when Christ Jesus returns.
a. How is God’s work in me only finished when Jesus returns?
b. How should I live my daily life NOW?
