· Chronos  -Marking Time
-letting  time pass, wasting time 
· Kairos
   -Making Time
-helping, reaching out to others
a. In what areas of your life are you Marking Time?
b. Would you say that you do more Marking Time or Making Time?
c. How can you be encouraged to make more Kairos moments?

3. Ecclesiastes 3:11 details God’s KAIROS:

a. God has planted eternity in the human heart;

b. people cannot see the whole scope of God’s work from beginning to end; 

c. Yet God has made everything beautiful for its own time.
This is the King James Version (KJV) for Ecclesiastes 3:12 I know that there is no good in them, but for a man to rejoice, and to do good in his life. 13 And also that every man should eat and drink, and enjoy the good of all his labour, it is the gift of God…..22 Wherefore I perceive that there is nothing better, than that a man should rejoice in his own works; for that is his portion: for who shall bring him to see what shall be after him?
a. Pastor Mongens says that verse 11 is God’s responsibility and verses 12-13, 22 are our responsibility. Your responsibility is what you can do; God’s responsibility is what you cannot do. Share a problem you are struggling with now. What are your responsibilities and what belongs to God’s? 
b. Our responsibility seems very narrow. How come it is very hard for us to just “enjoy our work and life?” 
c. What do you do when you feel God is too slow and not doing His responsibility?
d. How much do you trust God to “make everything beautiful for its own time?”
4. Here is a recap of Genesis 45:
5 It was God who sent me (into slavery, then) here ahead of you 
7 God has sent me ahead of you to keep you and your families alive 
8 So it was God who sent me here, not you! 
Joseph then caps it off with Genesis 50:20 As for you, you meant evil against me, but God meant it for good.
a. Share an experience where someone actually meant to harm you but God turned it around for good.
b. How did that experience change you in the way you see how God works?
1 Timothy 6:6 Yet true godliness with contentment is itself great wealth. 7 After all, we brought nothing with us when we came into the world, and we can’t take anything with us when we leave it. 8 So if we have enough food and clothing, let us be content.
c. How does an attitude of contentment (read again Ecclesiastes 3:12, 13, 22) help us understand how God makes everything beautiful for us?
