(7) A Time for Everything: Perfect Time
1. Share your thoughts on Pastor Mongens’ message.
2. Ecclesiastes 3:15 What is happening now has happened before, and what will happen in the future has happened before, because God makes the same things happen over and over again. 14 And I know that whatever God does is final. Nothing can be added to it or taken from it. God’s purpose is that people should fear him.
Albert Einstein says: The definition of insanity is doing the same thing over and over and expecting different results.  
a. God is patient with us. He often allows us to continue on our path. Why do you think we tend to make the same mistakes over and over and get stuck in the same cycle?
b. How come it is hard to trust God?

3. The 3 main points in Life is a Burden:

a. Difficulties are our human condition: We need PATIENCE
· James 1:2 Dear brothers and sisters, when troubles of any kind come your way, consider it an opportunity for great joy. 3 For you know that when your faith is tested, your endurance has a chance to grow.
a. Share a lesson that took a very long time for you to learn and showed God’s patience in your life.
b. In what ways has your patience and endurance grown?

b. Difficulties push us to God: We are being PURIFIED
· Job 23:10 “But he knows where I am going. And when he tests me, I will come out as pure as gold.
a. God purifies our motives, our goals, our desires, our innermost needs. How come we are afraid of God purifying us?
c. Difficulties work out God’s beauty: God is PERFECTING us
· James 1:4 ….. for when your endurance is fully developed, you will be perfect and complete, needing nothing.
a. Perfection is not being without sin. James used “complete, needing nothing.” Do you think being complete is a worthy pursuit for Christians?
· James 1:9 The Lord isn’t really being slow about his promise, as some people think. No, he is being patient for your sake. He does not want anyone to be destroyed, but wants everyone to repent. 
b. How does it feel that God is patient with us, as well as with our enemies?
c. Are you able to trust that God knows what He is doing?
4. How has this message series taught you about applying these 2 verses in your life:

· Ecclesiastes 3:11 Yet God has made everything beautiful for its own time.

· Romans 8:28 And we have known that to those loving God all things do work together for good, to those who are called according to purpose.
