The Best Supporting Actor/Actress
Passage:  Acts 18:18-28
1. Share your thoughts on Pastor Kevin’ message.
2. Acts 18:24-25  Apollos had such a great resume – knowledge of the word of God and his zeal of serving, with only one minor “weakness” – he knew only the baptism of John. 
1 Corinthians 12: 24-27 reads:
But God has put the body together, giving greater honor to the parts that lacked it, 25 so that there should be no division in the body, but that its parts should have equal concern for each other. 26 If one part suffers, every part suffers with it; if one part is honored, every part rejoices with it.  27 Now you are the body of Christ, and each one of you is a part of it.
a. If today Apollos is the pastor of your church, would you be excited or disappointed?  Why?

b. If today Apollos is a small group leader, or a deacon or a Sunday school teacher (someone with a serving role), would you be excited or disappointed?  Why?

3. Pay attention to the way Priscilla and Aquila built up Apollos.  They took him aside and corrected him privately, and then they introduced him to other disciples who in turn encouraged him and recommended him to the other church in Achaia.

Ephesians 4:11-16 reads,

11 So Christ himself gave the apostles, the prophets, the evangelists, the pastors and teachers, 12 to equip his people for works of service, so that the body of Christ may be built up 13 until we all reach unity in the faith and in the knowledge of the Son of God and become mature, attaining to the whole measure of the fullness of Christ. ……  15 Instead, speaking the truth in love, we will grow to become in every respect the mature body of him who is the head, that is, Christ. 16 From him the whole body, joined and held together by every supporting ligament, grows and builds itself up in love, as each part does its work.
a. If you were to help or build up another brother or sister in Christ to become a leader in the church, how would you go about doing so?
b. Would you involve others in the church as well?  What’s the most difficult part in this process?
4. The Bible tells us that each of us has a role to play in building up one another as the body of Christ.  What role do you see yourself play in this mutual edification process, and how can you play it better in the future as the Best Supporting Actor/Actress?
