Palm Sunday Reactions
Discussion: 

1. Share your thoughts on Pastor Mongens’ message.
2. Matthew 21:8 A very large crowd spread their cloaks on the road, while others cut branches from the trees and spread them on the road. 9The crowds that went ahead of him and those that followed shouted, "Hosanna to the Son of David!" "Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord!" "Hosanna in the highest!" (Hosanna = “save us”)
a. If you were there, would you be shouting the same words?
b. What would you be expecting Jesus to save you from?

c. Why do you think the same crowd that shouted “Hosanna in the highest” 4 days later shouted “crucify Him”?
3. Matthew 21:12 Jesus entered the temple courts and drove out all who were buying and selling there. He overturned the tables of the money changers and the benches of those selling doves. 13 “It is written,” he said to them, “‘My house will be called a house of prayer,’ but you are making it ‘a den of robbers.’”
a. Give examples of how a church can be a den of robbers?

b. How can you help your church continue to stay as a house of prayer?

4. Matthew 21:14 The blind and the lame came to him at the temple, and he healed them.
a. Do you believe God still heals today?
b. Have you seen people healed after being prayed for?
c. Are you willing to pray for the needs of others and see what God will do?  
5. Palm Sunday ended with Matthew 21:16 "Do you hear what these children are saying?" they asked him. “Yes," replied Jesus, "have you never read, "'From the lips of children and infants you have ordained praise'?"
Jesus explained the Kingdom of God this way: Luke 18:16 Then Jesus called for the children and said to the disciples, “Let the children come to me. Don’t stop them! For the Kingdom of God belongs to those who are like these children. 17 I tell you the truth, anyone who doesn’t receive the Kingdom of God like a child will never enter it.”
· Jesus loves those with child-like faith

· Child-like faith owns the Kingdom of God

· We can enter God’s Kingdom ONLY with child-like faith
a. Pastor Mongens said there were 7 different responses to Jesus on Palm Sunday (Consent, Chant, Confusion, Conflict, Cry for help, Crisis, and Child-like faith). Why is child-like faith the most important?
