Jesus’ Sacrifice: Our Bodies 
Discussion: 

1. Share your thoughts on Pastor Mongens’ message.
2. Jesus’ sacrifice: SUFFERING( DEATH (BURIAL ( RESURRECTION serve as a model for our own life experience. Paul explains this in 1 Corinthians 15. Pastor Mongens used 4 stages:
I. Completely Dead: 1 Corinthians 15:36 ….When you put a seed into the ground, it doesn’t grow into a plant unless it dies first. 37 And what you put in the ground is not the plant that will grow, but only a bare seed of wheat or whatever you are planting. 
a. Why do you think that God chose to let our current life die and not revive us?
b. How does the illustration of the seed help us understand God’s design for us?

II. Completely Buried: 1 Corinthians 15:43 Our bodies are buried in brokenness, but they will be raised in glory. They are buried in weakness, but they will be raised in strength. 44 They are buried as natural human bodies, but they will be raised as spiritual bodies. For just as there are natural bodies, there are also spiritual bodies.
a. Why do you think there is a necessity for burial?

b. What difference will it make if we are raised immediately after we die and not buried? 
c. How does the raising of Lazarus (John 11) compare with our being raised?

III. Completely Transformed: 1 Corinthians 15:51 But let me reveal to you a wonderful secret. We will not all die, but we will all be transformed!.... 53 For our dying bodies must be transformed into bodies that will never die; our mortal bodies must be transformed into immortal bodies.
a. The word “secret” (verse 51) in the original Greek is mystery. Why do you think Paul used this word?
b. How come God desires to transform us to have immortal bodies that never die?
IV. Completely Victorious: 1 Corinthians 15:54 Then, when our dying bodies have been transformed into bodies that will never die, this Scripture will be fulfilled: “Death is swallowed up in victory…. 56 For sin is the sting that results in death, and the law gives sin its power. 57 But thank God! He gives us victory over sin and death through our Lord Jesus Christ.
a. How come death is the enemy that God had to defeat?
b. Why do you think many people live in fear for their lives? Do you fear death? 
4. Ephesians 2:8 God saved you by his grace when you believed. And you can’t take credit for this; it is a gift from God. 9 Salvation is not a reward for the good things we have done, so none of us can boast about it. 10 For we are God’s masterpiece. He has created us anew in Christ Jesus, so we can do the good things he planned for us long ago.
a. How does it feel that God is totally responsible for our salvation?

b. What is our responsibility (verse 10)?
