I Corinthians 12:11 All these (spiritual gifts) are the work of one and the same Spirit, and he gives them to each one, just as he determines.
· Spiritual gifts should be used:

1 Timothy 4:14 Do not neglect your gift, which was given you through a prophetic message when the body of elders laid their hands on you.

2 Timothy 1:6 For this reason I remind you to fan into flame the gift of God, which is in you through the laying on of my hands.

· Spiritual gifts have a purpose:

1 Peter 4:10 God has given each of you a gift from his great variety of spiritual gifts. Use them well to serve one another. 

Ephesians 4:12 to prepare God’s people for works of service, so that the body of Christ may be built up 13 until we all reach unity in the faith and in the knowledge of the Son of God and become mature, attaining to the whole measure of the fullness of Christ.

LOVE: seeks the highest good in others

JOY: gladness not based on circumstances

PEACE: contentment, unity between people

PATIENCE: slow to speak and slow to anger

KINDNESS: merciful, sweet and tender

GOODNESS: generous and open hearted

FAITHFULNESS: dependable, loyal and full of trust

GENTLENESS: humble, calm, non-threatening

SELF-CONTROL: behaving well
