Jesus’ Sacrifice: Our Holy Spirit
Discussion: 

1. Share your thoughts on Pastor Mongens’ message.
2. Here are some Old Testament verses on the Holy Spirit:

· Exodus 35:31 The Lord has filled Bezalel with the Spirit of God, giving him great wisdom, ability, and expertise in all kinds of crafts.
· Judges 15:14 But the Spirit of the Lord came powerfully upon Samson, and he snapped the ropes on his arms as if they were burnt strands of flax…..

· 1 Samuel 16:13 So as David stood there among his brothers, Samuel took the flask of olive oil he had brought and anointed David with the oil. And the Spirit of the Lord came powerfully upon David from that day on. 

· 2 Chronicles 24:20 Then the Spirit of God came upon Zechariah son of Jehoiada the priest.
a. Share an experience where you felt the Holy Spirit come upon you and gave you extraordinary ability to complete a task or overcome an obstacle.
b. At that time, were you able to acknowledge it was the Holy Spirit, or did you attribute this ability to something else (luck, circumstance, other’s help)?

3. 2 Corinthians 5:4….Rather, we want to put on our new bodies so that these dying bodies will be swallowed up by life. 5 God himself has prepared us for this, and as a guarantee (deposit, down payment) he has given us his Holy Spirit.
John 14:15 “If you love me, obey my commandments. 16 And I will ask the Father, and he will give you another Advocate, who will never leave you. 17 He is the Holy Spirit, who leads into all truth. The world cannot receive him, because it isn’t looking for him and doesn’t recognize him. But you know him, because he lives with you now and later will be in you.
a. The Holy Spirit is the guarantee of our future new life (2 Corinthians 5:5). How does it feel that the Holy Spirit is not only WITH us but IN us?
b. What are some of the advantages when the Holy Spirit is IN us?
c. What is an important condition for the Holy Spirit to be IN us? 
d. How has your experience been with the Holy Spirit and obedience to God’s commandments?
4. Read Acts 2:1-18. 
a. When a person is under the influence of the Holy Spirit, at times physical manifestations may seem odd to others. Why do you think God allows this?
b. Share an experience where the Holy Spirit was so powerful in you that you felt His presence physically.
5. Ephesians 5:18 Don’t be drunk with wine, because that will ruin your life. Instead, be filled with the Holy Spirit…
a. The Greek text means to be “continuously filled” with the Holy Spirit. How come we need to be “continuously filled” with the Holy Spirit?

b. How do you think one can pray for the filling of the Holy Spirit?

6. Pray with each other to be filled with the Holy Spirit!
