(6) The Fruit of the Holy Spirit: KINDNESS
1. React to this saying by G.K. Chesterton: Christianity has not been tried and found difficult; Christianity has been found difficult and left untried. 
2. Here are the 4 points for KINDNESS:

1. KINDNESS has to be tangible:

· James 2:15 Suppose you see a brother or sister who has no food or clothing, 16 and you say, “Good-bye and have a good day; stay warm and eat well”—but then you don’t give that person any food or clothing. What good does that do? 17 So you see, faith by itself isn’t enough. Unless it produces good deeds, it is dead and useless.
a. How come good intentions are not enough?

b. What does it mean that “faith without good deeds is dead?”

c. In your opinion, what are some solutions to the homeless situation in Los Angeles?

2. KINDNESS to the undeserving:


· Luke 14:12 Then he turned to his host. “When you put on a luncheon or a banquet,” he said, “don’t invite your friends, brothers, relatives, and rich neighbors. For they will invite you back, and that will be your only reward. 13 Instead, invite the poor, the crippled, the lame, and the blind. 14 Then at the resurrection of the righteous, God will reward you for inviting those who could not repay you.”
a. How come we sometimes feel obligated when someone treats us well?
b. Who are the most difficult people to show kindness to?

c. Share an experience where you showed kindness to someone undeserving and it backfired. How did you handle it?

3. Justice is tied to KINDNESS

· Hosea 12:6 So as for you, return to your God, maintain kindness and justice, and wait for your God continually.

· Micah 6:8 He has told you, mortal one, what is good; And what does the Lord require of you But to do justice, to love kindness, And to walk humbly with your God?

· Zechariah 7:9 “This is what the Lord of armies has said: ‘Dispense true justice and practice kindness and compassion each to his brother;
a. How come it is difficult for us to tie kindness to justice?

b. Share a personal experience where someone showed you kindness in meting out justice against what you have done to them.
4. Every KINDNESS is to God

· Matt 25:37 “Then these righteous ones will reply, ‘Lord, when did we ever see you hungry and feed you? Or thirsty and give you something to drink? 38 Or a stranger and show you hospitality? Or naked and give you clothing? 39 When did we ever see you sick or in prison and visit you?’40 “And the King will say, ‘I tell you the truth, when you did it to one of the least of these my brothers and sisters, you were doing it to me!’
a. How come it is hard to look at an undeserving person as Jesus?

b. Share an experience where you practiced kindness and actually experienced the reward from God.
3. Pray for one another.
