3a. You THINK you can see: yet you have not seen 
· Acts 22:3 “I am a Jew, born in Tarsus of Cilicia, but brought up in this city. I studied under Gamaliel and was thoroughly trained in the law of our ancestors. I was just as zealous for God as any of you are today. 4 I persecuted the followers of this Way to their death, arresting both men and women and throwing them into prison.

a. What ethnic, educational, religious, and even emotional qualifications did Paul claim as the basis for his being a leader for God? 
b. How come people gravitate towards Christian leaders with these qualifications?
c. What are some warnings for guarding our own Christian life?
3b. You CANNOT see: yet you start to see
· Acts 9:5 “Who are you, lord?” Saul asked. And the voice replied, “I am Jesus, the one you are persecuting! 6 Now get up and go into the city, and you will be told that you must do.” 7 The men with Saul stood speechless, for they heard the sound of someone’s voice but saw no one! 8 Saul picked himself up off the ground, but when he opened his eyes he was blind. 

a. How come at times it takes a dramatic experience to help shift our focus to God?
b. Share how you became a Christian. Was it a gradual decision or was there a life-altering experience that totally turned your life around?

c. What were some things you needed to “un-see” in order for you to “begin to see?” 
3c. You OPEN to see: it is a blessing to truly see
· Acts 9:17 So Ananias went and found Saul. He laid his hands on him and said, “Brother Saul, the Lord Jesus, who appeared to you on the road, has sent me so that you might regain your sight and be filled with the Holy Spirit.” 18 Instantly something like scales fell from Saul’s eyes, and he regained his sight. Then he got up and was baptized. How does one make gentleness evident to all?
a. Share your “Ananias” who guided you into understanding Christianity?
b. Share an experience where YOU became an “Ananias” and guided someone to faith. How did you feel?
c. What was Ananias’ primary task with Saul (later named Paul)? 
d. Aside from physical scales, what other “scales” had to fall off from Saul?
e. What are some scales in you that prevent you from fully experiencing Christ?
