The Bible as Teacher
1. Share your thoughts on Pastor Mongens’ message.
2. Try to memorize this second main passage:

2 Timothy 3:16 All Scripture is God-breathed and is useful for teaching, rebuking, correcting and training in righteousness. 17 so that the servant of God may be thoroughly equipped for every good work.
3. Pastor Mongens says that God’s breath is very important: God’s breath gives Life (Genesis 2:7; Psalm 33:6); God’s breath Revives (Ezekiel 37:9); and God’s breath is Powerful (John 20:22; Acts 1:8). He asserts that:

Since the Bible is God-breathed; The Bible IS the power of God
a. How do you think the Bible is the power of God?

b. How come some people, even Christians, do not believe the Bible is powerful?

c. React to this statement: “Instead of judging the Bible, we should let the Bible judge us.”
4. The Bible “is useful for teaching, rebuking, correcting and training” (2 Timothy 3:16). 
a. Which among the 4 functions of the Bible do you resonate with the most? Explain.

b. Which among the 4 do you dislike the most? Share a personal experience that caused you to dislike this function of the Bible.

c. Which among the 4 do you think is the easiest and hardest for you to learn? Why?  

5. Pastor Mongens made the 4 into 2 broad categories:
TEACHING:
Theoretical: truths, principles, propositions 
TRAINING:
Practical: step-by-step, hands on, application
a. Give an example of a theoretical teaching of the Bible?

b. Give an example of a practical training of the Bible?

c. Do you think all theoretical teachings of the Bible can be practical? 
6. Exercise: Read the following:

1 Corinthians 10:13 The temptations in your life are no different from what others experience. And God is faithful. He will not allow the temptation to be more than you can stand. When you are tempted, he will show you a way out so that you can endure.


a. Which parts of this verse are teaching (theoretical), and which parts are Training (practical)?

b. Share some Bible characters that have similar struggles like you.

c. Discuss some practical “ways out” of a temptation you struggle with?
