Scriptural reading：Luke 10:40-11:4（4/23/2023）

【Read Luke 10:38-11:4, or for context, Luke 10:25-11:13】
10:40 But Martha was distracted with much serving. And she approached him and said, “Lord, do you not care that my sister has left me to serve alone? Tell her then to help me.” 41 But the Lord answered her, “Martha, Martha, you are anxious and troubled about many things, 42 but one thing is necessary. Mary had chosen the good portion, which will not be taken away from her.” 
11:1 Jesus prayed in a particular place. When he finished, one of his disciples said, “Lord, teach us to pray, as John taught his disciples.” 2, He said to them, “When you pray, say: “Father, hallowed be your name. Your kingdom come. 3 Give us each day our daily bread, and forgive us our sins, for we forgive everyone indebted to us. And lead us not into temptation.”

Share your thoughts about today’s message.
Discussion：
1. Luke placed The Lord's Prayer after Jesus’ encounter at Mary and Martha's home. What significance can you draw from this?

2. Please share your concept of God when you pray: Is God a father figure, a friend, a judge, positive or negative?

3. The Lord's Prayer is the model prayer for all Christians. Jesus taught us that our attitudes, thoughts, and wishes ought to conform to the pattern of the Lord's Prayer. That is, our prayers should be some form of the Lord's Prayer. Please share your understanding of this. 
4. "Give us daily bread each day" is often misunderstood as getting something (free food) for nothing. How do you understand this passage?
5. Some Christians believe the Bible’s teachings are head knowledge but not in applicable for daily practice. What do you think? 
6. "Daily bread, forgive, and temptation" are three necessities for our daily existence. How can we apply the Lord’s Prayer in daily life?
