1. Please share your thoughts on Pastor Albert’s message.

2. The Cost of Discipleship:

2.1 Discipleship is not out of impulse, but is costly action:

Luke 9:57: As they were walking along the road, a man said to him, “I will follow you wherever you go.” 58: Jesus replied, “Foxes have dens and birds have nests, but the Son of Man has no place to lay his head.”
a. How come Jesus seems to make it deliberately hard for people to follow?
b. How does this compare with what we tell people today about following Jesus?

2.2 To be a disciple, you must respond quickly, you cannot deliberately delay:

Luke 9:59: He said to another man, “Follow me.” But he replied, “Lord, first let me go and     bury my father.” 60: Jesus said to him, “Let the dead bury their own dead, but you go and proclaim the kingdom of God.”
a. React with this statement: Delayed obedience is disobedience.

b. How should we take Jesus’ message here with our duty to our parents and families? 

2.3 To be a disciple is not an exchange of conditions, but to honor Jesus as Lord:

Luke: 9:61: Still another said, “I will follow you, Lord; but first let me go back and say goodbye to my family.” 62: Jesus replied, “No one who puts a hand to the plow and looks back is fit for service in the kingdom of God.”
a. Read 1 Kings 19:19-21. How is Elisha’s situation similar or different than what Jesus is teaching here?

b. Is Jesus teaching  us to neglect our families when we follow Him? 

c. How do we balance both?
3. The Call to Discipleship (A Field of Great Need):

Luke: 10:1 After this the Lord appointed seventy-two others and sent them two by two ahead of him to every town and place where he was about to go. 2 He told them, “The harvest is plentiful, but the workers are few. Ask the Lord of the harvest, therefore, to send out workers     into his harvest field.
a. “Harvest is plentiful” implies that fruit that is ready for picking. How does this reconcile with the fact that many people do not want God today?
b. How come Jesus’ focus is for us to ask God to send more workers?
