More Like Jesus: Copy GODLY BELIEF
1. Share your thoughts on Pastor Mongens’ message.
2. Pastor Mongens changed the translation of the original Greek word ( mimeomai) from imitate to COPY. Here are what the verses look like:
· 1 Corinthians 4:16 So I urge you to COPY me.

· 1 Corinthians 11:1 COPY me, as I COPY Christ. 

· Ephesians 5:1 Therefore COPY God

· 1 Thes. 1:6 you COPY both us and the Lord.

· 1 Thes. 2:14 you became a COPY of the churches 

· 2 Thes. 3:7 you ought to COPY us. 

· Hebrews 6:12 be a COPY of those who through faith and endurance inherit the promises.

· Hebrews 13:7 COPY their faith.

· 3 John 11 Beloved, do not COPY what is evil, but what is good. The one who does what is good is of God; the one who does what is evil has not seen God.
a. In your opinion, is the word COPY more serious than IMITATE as it relates to growing as Christians?

b. COPY also conveys obedience to the one you are trying to copy or emulate. How does this change how we should live as Christians?

c. Do you think it is possible for Christians to say: COPY me, as I COPY Christ?
d. What are come obstacles to our being able to copy Christ? 

3. We study the first point in being more like Jesus: Copy GODLY BELIEF:

1. GODLY BELIEF follows the right source

1 Corinthians 4:15 For even if you had ten thousand others to teach you about Christ, you have only one spiritual father. For I became your father in Christ Jesus when I preached the Good News to you.

2. GODLY BELIEF follows the right example

1 Corinthians 4:16 So I urge you to COPY me.
