More Like Jesus: Imitate GODLY FAITH

2. Pastor Mongens further changed the translation of the original Greek word ( mimeomai) from imitate to BECOME LIKE. Here are what the verses look like:
· 1 Corinthians 4:16 I urge you to BECOME LIKE me.

· 1 Corinthians 11:1 BECOME LIKE me, as I BECOME LIKE Christ. 

· Ephesians 5:1 Therefore BECOME LIKE God

· 1 Thes. 1:6 you BECOME LIKE both us and the Lord.

· 1 Thes. 2:14 you BECOME LIKE the believers in God’s churches who suffered

· 2 Thes. 3:7 you ought to BECOME LIKE us. 

· Hebrews 6:12 BECOME LIKE those who through faith and endurance inherit the promises.

· Hebrews 13:7 BECOME LIKE their faith. 

· 3 John 11 Beloved, do not BECOME what is evil, but BECOME what is good. The one who does what is good is of God; the one who does what is evil has not seen God.

BECOMING CHRISTIAN (Jesus Christ as Lord)?

3. Our last lesson we discussed GODLY BELIEF. We now study the second point in being more like Jesus: IMITATE GODLY FAITH:

Read 1 Thessalonians 1:5-7
1. GODLY FAITH EMPOWERS
1 Thessalonians 1:5 For when we brought you the Good News, it was not only with words but also with power, for the Holy Spirit gave you full assurance that what we said was true. 

a. How does the Holy Spirit empower us as we read the Bible?
b. Share a life situation where you experienced the power of the Holy Spirit.  
2. GODLY FAITH ENDURES
1 Thessalonians 1:6 So you received the message with joy from the Holy Spirit in spite of the severe suffering it brought you. 
Hebrews 12:2 (Living Bible) He was willing to die a shameful death on the cross because of the joy he knew would be his afterwards; and now he sits in the place of honor by the throne of God.
a. What is the difference between happiness and joy?

b. How does seeing joy help in the midst of suffering?
3. 3. GODLY FAITH EXHIBITS JESUS
1 Thessalonians 1:6…..In this way, you imitated both us and the Lord. 7 As a result, you have become an example to all the believers in Greece—throughout both Macedonia and Achaia.
a. Why is it important that Christians exhibit Jesus?    
b. Share an experience where you were able to see a person exhibit Jesus clearly.
