The Key to Power 
1. Share your thoughts on Pastor Mongens’ message.
2. When the Holy Spirit came, one of the manifestations was tongues, and also power: The apostles were performing many miraculous signs and wonders among the people…..15 As a result of the apostles’ work, sick people were brought out into the streets on beds and mats so that Peter’s shadow might fall across some of them as he went by (Acts 5:12).
Yet Jesus was very clear that the Holy Spirit always points back to Him:

John 16:13 When the Spirit of truth comes, he will guide you into all truth. He will not speak on his own but will tell you what he has heard. He will tell you about the future. 14 He will bring me glory by telling you whatever he receives from me.
a. What are the dangers of pursuing only the work and power of the Holy Spirit?

b. Is it possible to only believe in Jesus without experiencing the Holy Spirit in your life? 
3. Acts 2:37 Peter’s words PIERCED their hearts, and they said to him and to the other apostles, “Brothers, what should we do?” 
PIERCED κατανύσσω  (katanusso) -deeply pained; emotionally pierced through; psychologically pricked, emotionally stunned, to pain the mind sharply, agitate it vehemently: used especially of the emotion of sorrow.

a. How come it is very hard for people to be affected (PIERCED) by God’s message?
b. Recall a message that deeply affected you and “pierced your heart.” What were the circumstances and how did it change your life?

c. How can we prepare ourselves to be ready when God speaks to us?
4. Acts 2:38 Peter replied, “Each of you must REPENT of your sins and turn to God, and be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins. Then you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.

REPENT μετάνοια (metanoia): a transformative change of heart; especially: a spiritual conversion.
Pastor Mongens said there are 5 steps of repenting in verse 38:
1. Personal (each of you)
2. Turn away from sin

3. Turn towards God

4. Public confession (baptism)
5. Live the new life through the Holy Spirit

a. Share your personal experience in the steps you went through to come to Christ.

b. Were there steps missing in your experience of coming to faith?

c. Are there steps you need to go back to do again to get right with God
