Sustaining the Power 
1. Share your thoughts on Pastor Mongens’ message.
2. Acts 2:37 Peter’s words PIERCED their hearts, and they said to him and to the other apostles, “Brothers, what should we do?” 
PIERCED κατανύσσω  (katanusso) -deeply pained; emotionally pierced through; psychologically pricked, emotionally stunned, to pain the mind sharply, agitate vehemently, the emotion of sorrow.

According to Gary Thomas, there are 9 possible Sacred Pathways (to God): 

1. Naturalist: Loving God in the Outdoors (see God in nature)
2. Sensates: Loving God with the Senses (celebration, gladness, meals)


3. Traditionalists: Loving God in Rituals and Symbol (liturgy, order)
4. Ascetics: Loving God in Solitude and Simplicity (silence, solitude, individual worship)
5. Activists: Loving God through Confrontation (social justice, picketing, activism)


6. Caregivers: Loving God by Loving Others (hospitality, care for poor and sick)


7. Enthusiasts: Loving God in Mystery & Celebration (vibrant worship, praise, thanksgiving)
8. Contemplatives: Loving God through Adoration (quietness, meditation)
9. Intellectuals: Loving God with the Mind (intellectual stimulation, Bible memory, reading)

3. Acts 2:38 Peter replied, “Each of you must REPENT of your sins and turn to God, and be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the forgiveness of your sins. Then you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.

REPENT μετάνοια (metanoia): a transformative change of heart; especially: a spiritual conversion.
Pastor Mongens said there are 2 areas of repentance: VERTICAL (repent of our sins), and HORIZONTAL as exemplified in John the Baptist’s answer:
Luke 3:10 The crowds asked, “What should we do?” 11 John replied, “If you have two shirts, give one to the poor. If you have food, share it with those who are hungry.” 12 Even corrupt tax collectors came to be baptized and asked, “Teacher, what should we do?” 13 He replied, “Collect no more taxes than the government requires.” 14 “What should we do?” asked some soldiers. John replied, “Don’t extort money or make false accusations. And be content with your pay.”
