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Outline and Small Group Discussion Questions:
	In the passage that we have studied, we discovered that Jesus orchestrated an unnatural event (no fish caught) and a supernatural event (miraculous catch of fish) to demonstrate to Peter that He is in control of all things and that He can cause both frustrations and elations if He so desires. It was through these events and feelings that Jesus challenged and called Peter to follow Him to a greater purpose than what he originally had in mind.  
	Let us review the message and answer the following discussion questions.
A tired and frustrated fisherman, who had already given up hope…
5 Simon answered, “Master, we’ve worked hard all night and haven’t caught anything. 
Why are there times that we do not receive what we desire even if we have good intentions and even if we work hard for it? 
Is giving up an incorrect mindset? When do we know whether we need to try again or to give up completely?
…was given a chance to experience the impossible. And by responding in faith…
4 When he had finished speaking, he said to Simon, “Put out into deep water, and let down the nets for a catch.”
But because you say so, I will let down the nets.
What might hinder us from responding in faith to Jesus’ challenges and commands?
What must I start doing in order to step out in faith and obey Jesus’ instructions?
…he gained a deeper perspective and purpose.
Then Jesus said to Simon, “Don’t be afraid; from now on you will fish for people.” 11 So they pulled their boats up on shore, left everything and followed him.
Were there times when you boldly stepped out in faith? Share your experience and how this decision enlarged your perspective on Jesus’ will and plan for your life.
