With God’s promise and assurance, Abraham took on the responsibility of moving his family into an unknown place. He did not know what lay ahead of them, and yet, he accepted God’s calling for his and his family’s life.
What is God’s calling for you today? 
Are there unknowns that you are facing as you accept this calling? 
How can you be more trusting in God and in His plan for your and your family’s life?
Abraham’s fear of death caused him to misrepresent his relationship with Sarah. But God intervened and exposed the hidden truth about their relationship.
Were there times in your life when you made compromises or when you were not completely truthful because of fear?
How did things turn out? How did God keep you from continuing on that path?
What are some lessons you learned through the Holy Spirit’s conviction?
God’s calling for husbands/fathers is to be the leader of the household while the wives’/mothers’ calling is to submit to their husbands in the Lord. 
What does this look like for you as a husband/father or wife/mother?

What can we do when our spouses are not fully taking on their God-given responsibility?
How can we show God’s design for the family to the world, which might not necessarily agree with this biblical perspective?
