Only those who actually do the will of my Father in heaven will enter. 22 On judgment day many will say to me, ‘Lord! Lord! We prophesied in your name and cast out demons in your name and performed many miracles in your name.’ 23 But I will reply, ‘I never knew you. Get away from me, you who break God’s laws.’
a. Why do you think that just working and ministering in Jesus’ Name do not qualify us to be part of God’s kingdom?
b. What does Jesus mean by “Only those who actually do the will of my Father in heaven will enter” (heaven)?   

c. If activities like casting out demons and miracles do not help, what are some ways we are to do the will of God? 
4. Read Philippians 2:5-11
a. What are the important qualities you see in Jesus described here? 
b. Among these qualities in Jesus, which would be easier for you; which would be the hardest?
5. Jesus said in John 14:12 “I tell you the truth, anyone who believes in me will do the same works I have done, and even greater works, because I am going to be with the Father. 13 You can ask for anything in my name, and I will do it, so that the Son can bring glory to the Father. 14 Yes, ask me for anything in my name, and I will do it!
a. Why do we have a hard time believing this is possible for us today? 
b. Jesus says this is possible in the next chapter John 15:7 But if you remain in me and my words remain in you, you may ask for anything you want, and it will be granted! 8 When you produce much fruit, you are my true disciples. This brings great glory to my Father.
What do you think to “remain or abide” in Jesus means here?

-LOVE GOD
-OBEY GOD
-TRUST GOD
