2. Think about your physical body:  

a. Which part of your body can you remove and still function as a whole body?

b. Think about one part of your body: eye, stomach, kidney, liver, lung, etc. Why do you think God designed it exactly the way it is to help your whole body?

3. The Apostle Paul says about the church: WE ARE CHRIST’S BODY:

· Cannot say: My body! (1 Corinthians 12:12-14)
· Cannot say: I don’t belong! (1 Corinthians 12:15-17)
· Cannot say: You don’t belong! (1 Corinthians 12:18-21)
· Cannot say: I don’t need you! (1 Corinthians 12:22-24)

· Cannot say: I don’t care! (1 Corinthians 12:25-27)
a. Why are there people we easily get along with? Is it personality, social, or spiritual?

b. Are there people you have difficulty getting along with in church? Without naming them, what are the issues that cause you to struggle?
c. Have you ever left a church, fellowship or small group because you don’t get along with another person? How much was caused by your own issues?

37 “Then these righteous ones will reply, ‘Lord, when did we ever see you hungry and feed you? Or thirsty and give you something to drink? 38 Or a stranger and show you hospitality? Or naked and give you clothing? 39 When did we ever see you sick or in prison and visit you?’ 40 “And the King will say, ‘I tell you the truth, when you did it to one of the least of these my brothers and sisters, you were doing it to me!’
a. How should this passage change the way we treat others who are different from us, or those we do not like?
b. How can we contribute towards unity in the body of Christ?
