The Mission Continues Study Guide and Small Group Discussion Questions (Matthew 28:16-20)
The Great Commission found in the book of Matthew encapsulates Jesus’ desire for His followers, that is, that they devote much of their energy and efforts to making followers for Him all over the world. The emphasis on going to the nations breaks the boundaries and limits that the disciples previously had, moving from focusing only on the Jews to now engaging with anyone they encounter.

18 Then Jesus came to them and said, “All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me. 
What does it mean to you that Jesus has delegated His authority to you as you make disciples for Him?
How should this truth impact the way you engage with non-believers especially when you encounter abrasive ones?

19 Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, 20 and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you.
How are you “go-ing” to the nations for Jesus? In what ways are you involved in missions work? How can you further participate in missions work?
Disciples are people who willingly seek to be trained and taught. How does this truth affect the way we look at ourselves in terms of being discipled and making disciples?

And surely I am with you always, to the very end of the age.
In what ways have you felt the presence of Jesus in your life as you made disciples for Him?
Who are some people you can make Christ known to before the year ends? Pray for God’s revelation and guidance as you go and engage with them.
